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TIMBAVATI FOUNDATION ENVIRONMENTAL SCHOOL HOSTS RHINO ANTI-POACHING 
DEBATE
The Timbavati Foundation and The Endangered Wildlife Trust (EWT) in partnership with A ROCHA South Africa and Responsible Tourism 
Foundation hosted a debate on Rhino anti-poaching.

A special competition was set up at the Foundation’s school for 21 schools from the Manyeleti, Cottondale, Greenvalley and Athurseat circuits of 
the Bushbuckridge region. Each school was represented by a former winning student from the environmental school.

The objective of the competition was to spread rhino conservation messages through young people in rural communities and schools and also to 
empower young people to take part in combatting rhino poaching.

Success Ngobeni from Sokisi High School was the overall winner. His prizes included the opportunity to attend the International Youth Summit 
against rhino poaching held in September 2014 at Hluhluwe KZN. He was also awarded a bursary to study at the Southern African Wildlife College 
for 6 months in 2016 - the course is an Introduction to Conservation and Environmental Education.

Kirsty Brebner, manager of the EWT Rhino Project, said “The quality, delivery and amount of effort put into into the presentations by all of the 
learners was really impressive and of a very high standard.”

21, out of 29 schools invited, took part which was extremely encouraging and signals that the local communities are very interested in what we do. 
Apart from the winner, the following students also excelled and were presented with special medals donated by the Foundation; 2nd place - 
Fortunate Komane from Maphutadichaba 3rd place - Makungu Sihlangu from Madizi High School 4th place - Ntwanano Mathumba from 
Mahashe High School 5th place - Kedibone Chiloane from Thepaneng High School.
